Dear Homeowner, Mountain Resort

Please see the following updates:
Eagle County has extended the Stay-at-Home Order until April 30t.

The Town of Vail recently sent a notice to property managers emphasizing the
Governor’s stay-at-home order:

e With the current ongoing Pandemic, the Governor of Colorado has issued a stay-at-
home public order...At this time, only necessary travel to perform critical business
functions is permitted. Traveling to Vail for vacation is not necessary travel and
Is prohibited by the State.

The operating hours of the HOA Front Desk are 8:00 AM until 5:00 PM. If you are on
property, please limit all nonessential contact and do not come to the Front Desk
area unless absolutely necessary.

e Do not come to the Front Desk except for essential services.

o To contact the Front Desk directly, please call (970) 477-3021 or text
(970) 658-0675 and provide your name and unit number.

o Ifitis essential that you must come to the desk in-person, please call
ahead of time. You must be healthy and not symptomatic. While in the
building stay at least 6 feet away from staff or other persons who are
in the vicinity.

e As mentioned in the President’s letter, all regularly occurring homeowner billing will
continue as normal and you will see these reflected on your monthly statement. This
includes HOA monthly assessments, Club membership dues, Comcast, insurance
and any remaining special assessment installments.

e The Club facilities remain closed as directed by the Governor and County.
Unfortunately, the closure does not absolve homeowners from the obligation to pay
dues. The Declarations state that: No owner shall be entitled to exempt himself from
liability for such dues by waiver of the use or enjoyment of such facilities. As
homeowners, not only are we obligated to pay club dues as part of our ownership,
we have the responsibility to upkeep our facility. Granted these are uncertain times,
however utilities must be paid, and the building must still be maintained even during
closure. Additionally, the consequences of not paying the monthly dues now would
greatly increase the likelihood of a special assessment in the future to make up for
any shortfalls.
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e Capital projects that are scheduled (deck project on Building 14 and remaining
townhomes) will proceed as planned at this time. The construction will address
safety and building integrity concerns. Eagle County and the State allow
construction as a critical operation and there are specific construction protocols
which must be followed. The Association will proceed in accordance with the
construction requirements.

e The Annual Homeowner Meeting is scheduled for Saturday, August 15, 2020 at
2:00 PM and will be held in the Royal Elk Meeting Room at the Club.
